Gave doctors situations where patients had 
lost amounts of blood. they experimented 
the transfusion from a healthy person to a 
sick one, frustratingly, many of the patients 

died.

Blood transfusions are widely used in 
hospitals today with a higher success rate of 

the patient surviving the transfusion for 
whatever the transfusion is treating the 

patient for.

Austrian scientist Karl Landsteiner was 
wondering why some of the patients 

survived but some of them died. He later 
discovered that there were different kinds 

of blood, this is why we have blood groups.

It was considered ethical to do dangerous 
experiments on 'lunatics'. The doctor given 
the lunatic a blood transfusion from sheep 

blood to give him some sense, but while the 
patient surveved, thetreatment did not work.

Attempted a blood transfusion from one 
animal to another, this came to be the 

invention of blood transfusion.
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
